As revenues climb the ladder of popularity
in exhibiting, emall company private fee
revenucs are now getting attention with
listings and research mounting. The City
and Suburban Parcel Delivery - Bryce
Ltd is one such company. Geoff Carter
of Garden Suburb, NS8W, has sent the
Asia Pacific Exhibitor editor a very nice
piece of revenue usape [fig 1], asking for
information on the company and if other
stamps were issued,

The piece appears to be taken from
a cardboard box, possibly containing
astationery purchased from Gordon and
Guoteh, Brisbane, and delivered by the City
and Suburban Pareel Delivery Company.

The words ‘General Carrier’ on the right
hand side supgest that the stamps wero
igsued around c1940-48, however, these
stamps do not have the “J&O'S" imprint
in the bottom dge, as is evident on
other values igsued at that time.

The City and Suburban Parcel Delivery
Bryce Ltd began operations some time in
1887 from its premises at 134-136 Adelaide
St, Brishane, Queensland, Australin and
finally closed their doors in the mid 50's,
In 1888 the company was re-registercd
az “Bryee and Battersby™ In 1889 it was
again re-registered as “Thomas Bryce

and Co” and on 29 September 1800, it
was further re-registered back Lo "The
City and Suburban Parcel Delivery Bryce
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Limited” when Thomas's brother John
Menzies Bryce joined the business. Other
partners were Thomas's wife Janet Bryce,
Charles Woodhead & Alfred Faulkner.
In 19560 it was again re-registered as
“Bryce Limited” until its demise under the
directorship of Thomas Bryece Jnr.

All stamps were printed by lithography on
plain unwatermarked paper. The company

used various local
printera. The first 3d
value 1ssued in 1BB7, ia
exceedingly rare [fig 2]
imperf [Top horse and
carriage in the design
is pointing left, in this
igsue only , it has the
inscription 'City &
Suburban Delivery' on
the side. Other points
of note are o comma
between ‘Delivery” and
“Bryce' and the value
1s an angular type font
enclosed in a shield.
Two examples have
heen recorded], The
printer was Outridge
Printing Co, Queen 5t
Brishane [see imprint
in bottom selvedge].

Sometime in cl889
another imperforate 3d value [fig 3]
was issued, with a change of printers to
Watson Ferguson and Co, Queen Street,
Brishane [2 copies have been recorded].
The value numeral is a curved, bulbous
type font within the shield shaped outline;
other design differences were — Delivery
econch at the centre top reversed: delivery
wagon at left reversed and driver shaded;
no camma after “Delivery” and “Street”;
this issue also had the printer's name
imprinted in the bottom selvedge.

Sometime in 1908 a
printing rouletted 7
was issued, five values
have been recorded [figs
4:8], a d wvalue, with
the numeral again the
curved, bulbous type
font but now within
a diamond shaped
outline; a 4d value
which ineluded the
word ‘Phones’ at the top
left of the wagon wheel
and phone numbers
on the right side. The
4d was issued in 1910;
6d, 9d in 1915, and 1/-,
[twao - five of each value
have heen recorded] a
3d value, perforated
10 x 12 is reconded
as well as two stamps
